□ Plot slides on:  

Exposition – introduces the characters and conflict and places them in a setting. Rising action — Events which take place as a result of the conflict.  Tension increases until something has to give.




Climax/Turning point – highest point of action; “aha” moment when the resolution of the conflict becomes clear.




Falling action– the author discloses the secrets of his plot and “unravels” the mysteries and answers the reader’s questions.



Conclusion– closing of the story, often putting an interpretive spin on the story’s events, hinting at its theme.

	The slide explains how the conclusion of the story ties in with the theme and conflict of the story.
	The slide explains the conclusion and ties in with the theme or conflict, but not both.

	There is at least one slide explaining why the student thinks this story may/may not be a classic in the future.
	There is a slide explaining the student’s thoughts about the classic viability of the story, but it needs to be more thorough in its explanation.
